YouA¢A A™Il never need another
Norwegian grammar (though others would be beneficial as well).Section | (which is made up of 10
parts) is 169 pages. Each piece is filled with explanations, examples, and comments. Sections II-IV
are only a few pages long each, but theyA¢A A™re essential.

Where do the adjectives go? Adverbs? Time references? All are essential to becoming a pro at
reading, hearing, writing, and speaking Norwegian.Recommended?The StranskogenA¢A A™s aim
has been to provide the non-Norwegian with a A¢A Acesimple, step-by-step presentation of the
grammatical rules and systems of NorwegianA¢A A« (Preface).

It is written in a very good
manner - easy to understand for all, not just for experts in the world of grammar. There is still much |
could learn from a more thorough reading through of the entire book, but | have used it to look up
specific things | am trying to understand and it has done a great job at explaining what | need to

know!

The grammar content is exactly what | needed, but this edition is poorly printed. The text was
scanned rather than typed and on some pages this is distracting as well as too light to read
comfortably. A few of the charts are also slightly over-enlarged and some of the text is cut off. The

formatting is also awkward and could be improved with more line spacing and indentations. It’'s



okay, but | had higher expectations. It reminds me of the photocopied handouts | used to get in

school. If not for these complaints, | would give the book 4-5 stars based on the grammar covered.

I've been learning Norwegian for a little bit and this book is hands-down one of the most useful
things I've ever seen for language study. It's very direct, minimizes jargon, provides a ton of
examples, never assumes you know more than you probably should, it’s just fantastic. It's technical
enough for people who understand formal grammar well, and simple enough for people who don’t
have as much of that background. This book belongs on the shelf of every Norwegian language
learner, without a doubt. It's a shame every language doesn’t have a guide-book like this one, it

would have cut my time learning Spanish and Portuguese by quite a bit.
