Happenings that followed changed her mind.One evening three men in India

visited her at separate times asking her to come help their wives who were having difficult

childbirths. Due to the custom back then her father, the doctor, was not allowed to treat/help the

woman. Ida was unqualified so all three women died! (Their husbands believed it was the will of

Allah.) Devastated, Ida found herself praying to God, giving her life to India & helping the women.
