The book takes for granted you've probably had

a year of Latin or so and so you should already know the forms. There is a glossary but not all the

words are there. A dictionary would be worth investing in.

N.B. this text is

appropriate for an intermediate student of Latin. It is not an English translation nor a book for

beginning students.
