Most of the classic Christmas tunes are here, though | missed O Holy Night,
which is absent.Like the other Hal Leonard books, the typography is clear and very legible and the
format makes it easy to put the whole book on a music stand.The arrangements are musically
pleasing, and quite easy. | would rate this collection as advanced-beginner level, an intermediate
player should be able to sight-read most of them. A newer player will find them to be very useful, at
that level it's always good to work on familiar tunes, and few are more familiar than some of these. If
anything, a few of them are a little too easy, but a more advanced player should be able to add a
few notes here and there to spice them up.A very good value, this book would appeal to many
