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When these essays first appeared in Artforum in 1976, their impact was immediate. They were

discussed, annotated, cited, collected, and translatedâ€”the three issues of Artforum in which they

appeared have become nearly impossible to obtain. Having Brian O&#39;Doherty&#39;s

provocative essays available again is a signal event for the art world.
