Kindle could have been a good format for this book, EXCEPT that the book has shape templates

that should be printed and cut out to use in some of the quilt projects. There is no way in the Kindle

PC reader to print selected content or pages. A link to a downloadable pdf was provided in the book

to get around this constraint. HOWEVER, the pdf only had free motion quilting patterns and none of

the templates that were referred to. I also checked the publisher's (C&T Publishing) website and

they did not provide the templates either. If I had known the templates were not provided in a

printable format, I would not have purchased the Kindle version.

As a new to free motion quilter I wasn't sure where to start looking to find the perfect starter book for

myself to use. The reviews on this book were no where near the joy of receiving this book and

finding something that more than met my expectations. I was able to almost immediately jump into

free-motion quilting and the results were fantastic. All I guess I needed was a book like this to guide

me, and encourage me to try something other than straight line quilting, and I will never be afraid of

creating more stylish and unique designs on the quilts I make.

I have several books on Free-Motion Quilting, but when I read Natalia Bonners book all the other

ones were put on the shelve. Natalia has a way of writing that anyone can understand and she's

brought my quilting up at least 2 notches. I would recommend this book to both beginner and

advanced quilters! There is something for everyone and I do all my quilting, including king size quilts

on my domestic machine. Well worth the money and I'm so very glad I have a copy of it. If you don't

have a copy then do yourself a favor and order it right now!
